The honors courses starting with German 4 focus on German intellectual history and popular German designs in transportation and architecture that greatly influence our way of life.

    * Spanish 1P and Spanish 2P : Students learn basic vocabulary, read short  

     Stories and practice their speaking and listening skills.

    * Spanish 3P :  Vocabulary, grammar, oral, reading and writing skills are 

 further developed. Students continue being exposed to hispanic culture through art, music and literature.

    * Spanish 4 Honors and Spanish 5AP : Both of these classes prepare students 

       for the Spanish Language Advanced Placement Exam. It is an excellent way to 
       continue improving on the students’ language skills. 

    * Spanish 6AP : This class is a survey of major works in Spanish and Latin America 
       literature from medieval times to the 20th century. Students improve their Spanish
       by reading and analysis of poetry, short stories and short novels. The class is 
       formated to prepare students for the Spanish Literature  Advanced Placement 
       Exam. 

    * Latino Histories & Culture course : This class offers the student an appreciation of 
       the cultures and histories of Latin American countries through thematic projects, 
       guest speakers, video discussions as well as local and long distance field trips.
