I, Coriander by Sally Gardner

In this fantasy set in mid-seventeenth-century London, Coriander discovers her mother's fairy heritage when her father, a known Royalist, marries a Puritan woman to avoid bankruptcy following the king's execution. This is a clever blend of fantasy and historical fiction.
